1798.24(h). In addition, crimina offender record information may be disclosed to a public body or
bona fide research body concerned with crimind judtice issues. In this case, ward identifiers may be
provided, on the provison tha “any materid identifying individuas is not transferred, revedled, or used
for other than research or datistical activities, and reports or publications derived therefrom do not
identify specific individuas...” (Cdifornia Pena Code Section 13202).
